Summary

Operates computer equipment to achieve maximum efficiency of Company XYZ programs and systems.  Observes production and detects, corrects, and reports equipment failures.  Maintains operation records.
Essential Duties and Responsibilities

1. Operates computer equipment for scheduled, special, and test programs. 

2. Enters data, mounts cartridge tapes, loads paper forms, and monitors production. 

3. Makes adjustments to computer systems or peripheral equipment as needed. 

4. Prepares daily operation schedule and reports, analyzing projects to determine best schedule for production. 

5. Sort and deliver print jobs to departments.  

6. Notifies and assists computer engineer in determining equipment malfunctions.

7. Records and logs all production, test operations, equipment malfunctions, and operation problems. 

8. Communicates with Computer Operations, Technical Services, and Information Services staff concerning job scheduling, production status, and equipment and/or program malfunctions. 

9. Performs other duties as required.
Knowledge and Skill

Associate’s degree in Computer Science or specialized training or experience in computer operations.  Minimum of 2 year of related work experience.
Physical Demands

The physical demands described here are representative of those that must be met by an employee to successfully perform the essential functions of this job. Reasonable accommodations may be made to enable individuals with disabilities to perform the essential functions.

While performing the duties of this job, the employee is frequently required to sit; talk or hear; and use hands to handle, or touch objects or controls.  The employee is regularly required to stand and walk.  On occasion the incumbent may be required to stoop, bend or reach above the shoulders.  The employee must occasionally lift up to 25 pounds.  Specific vision abilities required by this job include close vision, distance vision, color vision, peripheral vision, depth perception, and ability to adjust focus.

Work Environment
