Summary

This position provides oversight of line workers assigned to installing, maintaining and restoring electrical service to Company XYZ, its residential and commercial customers.
Essential Duties and Responsibilities

1. Responds to and may supervise service calls with work crews, ensuring safe and efficient electrical power restoration.
2. Addresses customer concerns with residents or commercial consumers on-site, enlisting additional support from Electrical Foreman and Electrical Director when required.

3. Provides oversight of routine maintenance and troubleshooting for Company XYZ’s electrical system.

4. Assists with oversight of electric work crews at overhead and underground construction sites.

5. Oversees and may perform other line work such as street light repairs, industrial meter reading, line clearance, and overhead/underground construction.

6. Keeps equipment/tools maintained, assisting with Inventory control where necessary.

7. Performs reading of industrial meters.

8. Ensures safe work environment for work crews through adherence, training and coaching of safety regulations, work procedures and practices; this includes attendance at safety meetings.

9. Maintains place in on-call rotation, maintains availability for emergency situations.

10. Performs other duties and responsibilities as requested or required.

Job Skill Requirements

· Valid Commercial Driver’s License
· High Voltage Electric Certification if applicable
· Ability to trouble shoot and diagnose electrical problems; exercise independent judgment

· Flexibility to participate in on-call schedule as well as emergency situations

· Math aptitude
· Significant attention to safety standards, procedures, and practices, ensuring safe and appropriate training and supervision for line workers
· Rapid response and accurate problem solving in emergency repair and outage situations
Education & Experience Requirements
· High School diploma or equivalent.  
· Journeyman line worker certification.
· Completed program in powerline studies preferred.

· 5-10 years of experience in a journeyman line worker position.
Protective Clothing Required 

The position may require Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) use such as safety glasses, safety helmet, safety glasses, rubber insulating gloves, ear plugs, electrical hazard footwear, and a harness as required on job site. All required protective equipment will be provided by the employer.
Equipment Used

· Heavy equipment including 40/60 ft. bucket trucks, front end loader, digger derrick truck, service and dump trucks, fork lift, excavator, vactor, wood chipper, water pump, wire trailer, etc.

· Hand tools including saw, chainsaw, drill, crimper, etc.

· Meter reading equipment

Physical Demands
The physical demands described here are representative of those that must be met by an employee to successfully perform the essential functions of this job. Reasonable accommodations may be made to enable individuals with disabilities to perform the essential functions.

While performing the duties of this job, the employee is frequently required to sit, stand, walk, talk or hear; uses hands to finger, handle, or touch objects or controls.  Position may also require work in confined spaces and exposure to different types of outdoor weather conditions.  Risk of electrical shock and/or general hazards found in an electrical environment are present.

The employee must frequently lift, push, or pull up to 25 pounds and occasionally lift, push or pull up to 100 pounds.  The employee must practice proper and safe operation of trucks, bucket equipment and ladders, and other equipment and tools. The position requires varying and some prolonged periods of standing, walking, bending, stooping, reaching, pushing, pulling, grasping, observing, identifying colors, climbing, balancing.  Comfort working at heights of 100+ feet and in trenches of 5+ feet in depth.

Work Environment

The work environment characteristics described here are representative of those an employee encounters while performing the essential functions of this job. Reasonable accommodations may be made to enable individuals with disabilities to perform the essential functions.

The position is a field position, which includes:  driving to and from work sites; working outside in all seasons with varying levels of exposure to wind, rain, snow, ice, sun; and working within confines of both underground and overhead electrical system structures and construction sites, including energized conductors.
