Summary

Researches, evaluates and assists in recommending purchase or sale of private placements. Participates in the Committee meetings, assist in developing and implementing portfolio management strategies, and develop and maintain critical relationships with investment bankers.

7. Assists in securing, developing and growing the organizations assets.

8. Assists in research or analysis for other investment areas as requested.

9. Performs other duties as requested.

Bachelor’s degree in Finance, Economics, or related field.  CFA or MBA, and FLMI or FFSI designation.  Minimum of 3 years of related work experience.
